 NEW BUSINESS:												Scott drafted a letter of intent and will send it to Ben Auville, Mid-Ohio Valley Regional Airport Manager. He is waiting for the new budget which comes in July. He wants us, RCRWC, to manage the race and he will pay the club $2,000.00 that will go into the general fund. After the board gave Scott suggestions on how the letter should be worded and items to put in it. Kevin T. made a motion for the changes and items to put in the letter and Steve B. seconded the motion, and the motion carried. Sharon M. brought up a couple other suggestions and ideas like who will time the race, the need to clarify volunteers at least (25), encourage the use of RunSignUp, and (6) of our board will be out of the country. Kevin T. made another motion to approve the latest changes and was seconded by Jenn P. and the motion carried. Scott will send out a list of jobs for the board members to choose from.												Missy W. made a motion to discuss summer clothing apparel, Kevin seconded the motion, Shirt Tales in Vienna designed an online store that features several articles of clothing and gear with the RCRWC logo and wording. It is available in red, gray, and blue. The store opens on 6/6 and closes on 6/22, RCRWC will receive $3.00 on every piece that is sold.
